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PROGRAMS

Peru Experience has developed different programs according to 
your preferences and needs; each program is designed to give you a 
different experience of living in Peru.

We have presently 3 programs that start every Monday all year long.

Programs

15-DAY PROGRAM
This is an intensive voluntary service program that takes place in 
Cuzco; the frst 5 days you will stay in Lima learning Spanish for 
a total of 20 hours, studying Peruvian culture and participating in 
activities and visits. Then, you will go by plane to Cuzco so as to 
provide voluntary service to children for 10 days in a little school 
for children of limited economic resources.

ONE MONTH PROGRAM LIMA-CUZCO
This 1-month program allows you to discover the city of Lima and 
Cuzco for 15 days in each place. In Lima, you will learn frst the 
traditional culture of Peru and receive a brief presentation of the 
country for 2 days visiting the main places and studying Peruvian 
history and modern urban culture. Then, you will take the intensive 
Spanish course for a total of 30 hours that will help you to have 
contact with and communicate with the local people; in addition, you 
will participate in voluntary service for children, as well as in cultural 
and recreational activities over the weekends.

After these 15 days, you will go by plane to Cuzco; you will receive 
during the frst 2 days a brief presentation of the city visiting the main 
sites, and participate in the voluntary service, working and playing 
alongside poor children of a school.

This program provides a supervisor, accommodations and 3 meals.

TWO MONTH PROGRAM: LIMA - CUZCO 
This 2-month program you will have the opportunity to discover 
the city of Lima and Cuzco for one month in each place.

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ACTIVITIES

Cultural Activities
Peru is home to several tourist and cultural attractions in both the 
city of Lima and Cuzco; you can enjoy a good nightlife as you 
will fnd bars and discotheques open all night on the weekends; 
and during the day Peru Experience will organize optionally 
activities, excursion and trips to different places of your choice.
These are some of the activities carried out in Lima:

LIMA COLONIAL AND MODERN 
Transfer to the City tour where you will have the opportunity 
to visit one of the most important architectural constructions 
of the 17th century, the Church and Convent of Saint Francis. 
This complex has a small square, the convent and church. Its 
cloisters have beautiful tiles and one can visit the catacombs 
which are more than 300 years old. Main Plaza housing the 
three most important buildings from the colonial time: the 
Cathedral, Palacio de Gobierno (known as the house of Pizarro), 
and the Municipality, preserving their original architecture.
This three-hour sightseeing tour offers the best of colonial 
and modern Lima. Included are Lima’s most imposing colonial 
churches and mansions such as the Government Palace, the 
Plaza Mayor, the City Hall and the Cathedral, including 17th 
century San Francisco Monastery. The tour ends with a visit to the 
modern suburbs of San Isidro, and Mirafores, which overlooks the 
Pacifc Ocean. Daily .

GOLD MUSEUM 
One the world’s largest private collections, Lima’s Gold Museum 
displays a dazzling array of pre-Columbian gold, silver and copper 
works of art. Created by Peru’s innovative metal-smiths, they 
range from civilizations of Paracas, Chavin, Nazca, Moche, Wari, 
Lambayeque and Chimu to Inca. The museum also houses a 
collection of antique fre arms from around the world.

Activities
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PACHACAMAC
A visit to one of Peru’s most renowned pre-Hispanic pilgrimage 
sites takes you 30 km. (19 miles) south of Lima to the temples of 
Pachacamac overlooking the Pacifc Ocean. Although the earlier 
constructions at Pachacamac only date back to around AD 200, it 
is famed as the site of an important Temple.

CARAL THE OLDEST CITY OF AMERICA 
Caral is located in the valley of Supe and it is the oldest city of 
America. It has fve thousand years and seven great pyramids. 
This is a guided visit to the sacred city of Caral “The oldest city of 
America”. It is the most notable archaeological discovery of the 
last times. The antiquity of Caral was detected through 18 dated 
radio carbonic ones made in the USA. This discovery changes 
the schemes that until now were had on the development of the 
civilization in Peru.

country.
